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From the earliest days of the G.A.A. in Boston, Galway has played a major role in the footballing
history of this city. A picture of a 1914 Galway Championship team is part of this history. The great
contests of the late 1920’s and the early 30’s up to 1940 make mention of names like Owen Mahon, Johnny
Clancy, Martin Geoghegan, the Cooneys, and Tom Curran kept Galway competitive up to the start of World
War II in 1940. Owen Mahon, John Clancy and Martin Geoghegan played for Boston against John Joe
Sheehy’s Kerry All Ireland Champions in 1931.

In 1947 with the war over and a fresh influx of players from Ireland armving here among them many
who would render great service to Galway football in the 50’s and 60’s names like Michael Cummings,
Martin Glynn, Frank Quinn, Eddy Darcy, Joe, John and Martin Greene, and Joe Doherty. The 60’s was an
exciting time, New England and Co. Championships were won in ‘61 - ‘63 and ‘70 and a Junior Co.
Championship in 1967. Names like Noel Connolly, Pat McDevitt, John Geraghty, Mike and Dick Hynes,
Jimmy O’Brien, the Greenes and many others were all part of the great Galway teams of that era, as were
Frank Kavanagh and Seano Walsh, R.L.P.

Galway was competitive through the 70’s and 80’s. Hugh Quinn former Sligo senior and minor player
and many others helped to keep Galway among the top teams in Boston during that period. Hopefully
Galway can again regain the proud position the club ha always held in the hearts and minds of the football
fans of this great city.
